A Recipe From the Kitchen of Paul Cotto  

Our JBTU board member and resident master chef  
For cooking salmon, filet of sole, tilapia, founder, cod, and rainbow trout:  

In a Teflon frying pan at medium heat, melt 

4 oz butter  (1/2 cup) 
1 oz soy sauce (2 tablespoons) 

1 oz teriyaki sauce (2 tablespoons) 

Old Bay seasoning  - a few sprinkles 
Garlic powder ï a few sprinkles 
Onion power ï a few sprinkles 

White or Black pepper to taste 
Heat all the ingredients together in a pan.   

Add fish and cook for no more than two minutes per side.   

Adjust the timing according to the thickness of the fish.

A Special Note for our Past Chapter President   
 

Over the past few years, I have talked to some of the "old timers" like Don Williams and our first JBTU president, Ben    O Williams 
about what it was like back when JBTU was formed. There were many large issues facing this area that could have changed Park Co. 

in a big way. The Allenspur Dam would have made the Paradise Valley a lake from the Sweetwater Fly shop to Angler's West in  
Emigrant.  There was sewage being dumped freely into the Yellowstone River and cars were used as rip rap by landowners along the 
river. In the late sixties a group of pioneer conservationists started the Montana chapter of Trout Unlimited that disbanded after a year 
to become the Yellowstone  Chapter ( renamed JBTU in 1972).  These guys along with others fought the government and stopped the  
dam. This is something that the landowners should thank these guys for everyday of their lives. They were also able to get the sew-
age dumping stopped and legislation passed to make it illegal to use cars as rip rap.  We are still getting pieces of the cars out of the 
river every year as those that have helped with the river clean up know. Then they were able to work to get the original stream access 
bill passed in this state.  It's not easy doing the ñconserve, protect and restoreò thing here in Park Co. but it must have been a night-
mare back in those days. I think of these guys as heroes. While the ñconserve and restoreò part is mostly fun stuff, the ñprotectò thing 
is the hard part and clearly the most important.  I thank all those that stood behind me and JBTU to help give the Yellowstone and its 
tributaries all the CPR they needed. I have moved on to be the Executive Director of Park County Environmental Council now but will 

continue to do the same type of work I have been doing for you.  You see, it's not what I do, it's who I am, it's in my blood.
